FIRST READING:  Exodus 20:1-17 
1Then God spoke all these words: 
2I am the LORD your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of the house 
of slavery; 3you shall have no other gods before me. 
4You shall not make for yourself an idol, whether in the form of anything that is in 
heaven above, or that is on the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the 
earth. 5You shall not bow down to them or worship them; for I the LORD your God am 
a jealous God, punishing children for the iniquity of parents, to the third and the 
fourth generation of those who reject me, 6but showing steadfast love to the 
thousandth generation of those who love me and keep my commandments. 
7You shall not make wrongful use of the name of the LORD your God, for the LORD will 
not acquit anyone who misuses his name. 
8Remember the sabbath day, and keep it holy. 9Six days you shall labor and do all 
your work. 10But the seventh day is a sabbath to the LORD your God; you shall not do 
any work — you, your son or your daughter, your male or female slave, your livestock, 
or the alien resident in your towns. 11For in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, 
the sea, and all that is in them, but rested the seventh day; therefore the LORD 
blessed the sabbath day and consecrated it. 
12Honor your father and your mother, so that your days may be long in the land that 
the LORD your God is giving you. 
13You shall not murder. 
14You shall not commit adultery. 
15You shall not steal. 
16You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor. 
17You shall not covet your neighbor's house; you shall not covet your neighbor's wife, 
or male or female slave, or ox, or donkey, or anything that belongs to your neighbor.

PSALM: Psalm 19 

 1The heavens are telling the glory of God; 
 and the firmament proclaims his handiwork. 
 2Day to day pours forth speech, 
 and night to night declares knowledge. 
 3There is no speech, nor are there words;

 4yet their voice goes out through all the earth, 
 and their words to the end of the world. 
 In the heavens he has set a tent for the sun, 
 5which comes out like a bridegroom from his wedding canopy, 
 and like a strong man runs its course with joy. 
 6Its rising is from the end of the heavens, 
 and its circuit to the end of them; 
 and nothing is hid from its heat. 
 7The law of the LORD is perfect, 
 reviving the soul;

 10More to be desired are they than gold, 
 even much fine gold; 
 sweeter also than honey, 
 and drippings of the honeycomb. 
 11Moreover by them is your servant warned; 
 in keeping them there is great reward. 
 12But who can detect their errors?

13Keep back your servant also from the insolent; 
 do not let them have dominion over me. 
 Then I shall be blameless, 
 and innocent of great transgression. 
 14Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart 
 be acceptable to you, 
 O LORD, my rock and my redeemer. 
 
SECOND READING:  Romans 3:19-26 
9Now we know that whatever the law says, it speaks to those who are under the law, 
so that every mouth may be silenced, and the whole world may be held accountable 
to God. 20For "no human being will be justified in his sight" by deeds prescribed by 
the law, for through the law comes the knowledge of sin. 
21But now, apart from law, the righteousness of God has been disclosed, and is 
attested by the law and the prophets, 22the righteousness of God through faith in 
Jesus Christ for all who believe. For there is no distinction, 23since all have sinned and 
fall short of the glory of God; 24they are now justified by his grace as a gift, through 
the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, 25whom God put forward as a sacrifice of 
atonement by his blood, effective through faith. He did this to show his 
righteousness, because in his divine forbearance he had passed over the sins 
previously committed; 26it was to prove at the present time that he himself is 
righteous and that he justifies the one who has faith in Jesus.
